The way I BEGIN and MAINTAIN a relationship with God is by FAITH in Jesus.


1. The PROMISE


The law can’t SAVE me.



2. The LAW


The law REVEALS my sin and NEED for a savior.



3. The SAVIOR


Only by FAITH in Christ am I SAVED.








Q: What is the purpose of the law?
A: To reveal our sin and point us to Christ.
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	Going Deeper: We are close to halfway through the book of Galatians and our aim is to remember what God is saying in the book through simple question and answer statements. Take a moment to go over the questions and answers we have covered so far.

Q: What is the one true Gospel?
A: The Gospel is that Jesus came to die for our sins.

Q: Who is the Gospel for?
A: Everyone. There is no one too good or no one too bad for the grace of God.

Q: How can a person be made right with God?
A: Only through faith in Jesus Christ.

Q: What do we receive by faith in Jesus?
A: The righteousness and Spirit of God.

Q: What is the purpose of the law?
A: To reveal our sin and point us to Christ.

Take a moment to pray. Confess your need for the Holy Spirit’s help in illuminating 
God’s Word to you.

Read Galatians 3:15-25 and then walk through a few of the questions below.
Be encouraged that the goal is not to cover every single question, but to go deeper with God.

What stood out to you from this passage? What is your relationship between faith and obedience?

When are you most tempted to look to your own efforts to make yourself acceptable to God?

How did God’s promise to Abraham highlight the need for faith?

How does the law reveal our sin and need for a savior?
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
