Which of these truths do you need to remind yourself of?

- 1 Peter 3:18-22
- 2 Corinthians 5:17-21

What does a life transformed by the gospel look like? How is your life being changed as you respond to grace?  

Have you ever shared the story of how you recieved God’s grace? Even though your story may not be as dramatic as Paul’s, God can use your testimony to encourage others.
